From the Rectorôs Desk 

 

I 
t was great to be welcomed home so warmly this past Sunday after 
being away for a month in Africa.  I hadnõt anticipated how much 
interest people back home would take in the journey I was on.  What 

really surprised me was just how many of you had journeyed with me by 
reading my blog!  I knew how powerfully I had been affected by so much 
of what I experienced, but I wasnõt really prepared for just how much it 
had affected so many of you as well.  And even those who havenõt heard 
the stories or read the blog have shown a great deal of interest in what the 
experience was like for me.  It was certainly an experience worth sharing, 
and I hope to find some good ways to do that.  
 

The first way I hope to do so is through a good ole òshow and telló time, 
with slideshow and telling of stories, with time, of course, for questions 
and answers as well.  I will be doing that on two successive Wednesday 
evenings, June 11 and 18, at 7 pm in the Parish Hall.  Weõll have some 
light refreshments for those of you coming straight from work.  On the 
11th, Iõll focus on my experiences in Kenya, Uganda and Sudan, with par-
ticular attention to my visits to schools we have supported in Kenya and 
Sudan, and my visit to the Kakuma Refugee Camp.  On the 18th Iõll talk 
more about the Amahoro-Africa conference on reconciliation that I at-
tended in Rwanda and Burundi, together with my visit to Goma, Congo.  
 

I will enjoy reliving these experiences as I share them with those of you 
who come.  Just as importantly, however, I want to open a deeper con-
versation in the parish about some things that I think hold even greater 
significance than what I happened to do in the month of May.  Iõd like for 
us to explore the implications in this African experience for our sense of 
mission, and our sense of what it means to be church together, here in 
our parish and local community, in our national Episcopal Church and 
global Anglican Communion, as well as in the global ecumenical church.  
One of the ways Iõd like to do that is through a book group in the fall 
using a book that has become significant for me and lots of other people.  
Iõll have more to say about that in the coming weeks.  Stay tuned! 
 

In addition to my warm welcome home, I was so glad to see what a great 
job our wardens and staff had done keeping all the many balls in the air in 
my absence. Special thanks go to Adam, who did a superb job handling 
many things ð all in the weeks leading up to his wedding!  
(Congratulations Adam and Courtney!).  He got thrown into the deep end

What Does a Sabbatical in 

the Episcopal Church 

Mean? 
 

1.  What is a sabbatical? 
The root of the word is Sabbath ð a period of rest, re-
freshment, and renewal. 
 

2.  Why do clergy get this when I thought sabbaticals 
were just for academics? 
Unlike a sabbatical that affords an academic the time to 
write, a clergy sabbatical is intended to be a time of re-
newal, both for the priest and the congregation.  Long- 
time parishioners may remember when a former rector, 
Jim Diamond, took his sabbatical to Africa with his fam-
ily.  òPastors serve a variety of roles in their privileged 
position at the center of congregational life: preacher, 
teacher, spiritual guide, pastoral visitor, friend, confidant.  
The responsibilities are continual, and the pace and de-
mands of parish life can be relentless, often leaving even 
the most dedicated pastors recognizing the need to re-
plenish their own spiritual reservoirs to regain energy and 
strength for their ministry.ó (Lilly Endowment Foundation 
Grant, p.2)     
 

3.  Whatõs he going to do? 
Jeffõs purpose is to learn how better to experience and to 
communicate to others his sense of joy in life and minis-
try.  He would like to spend time reconnecting with places 
in his past that have given him great joy as well as do 
some physically challenging activities.  Heõd love to ride a 
bicycle all along the Pacific coast! 
 

4.  How will we pay for this? 
We have applied for a grant from the Lilly Foundation to 
cover this expense.  This grant is for both the priest and 
the congregation.  Part of it would go to Jeff for his sab-
batical and a part will go to the parish to help cover addi-
tional expenses. 
 

5.  What if we donõt get the grant? 
If we donõt get this grant, Jeff will still go on sabbatical 
but with curtailed plans.  He has also applied for a Dioce-
san Grant.  Additionally, sabbatical costs will be included 
in the 2009 budget. 
 

6.  How long will the sabbatical last? 
The Diocese encourages priests to take a sabbatical every 
five years.  The length of a sabbatical is one month for 
every year.  Jeff has been with us for six years. (When he
