A Lenten Goal:  Moving from Fear to Faith, 

Grumbling to Gratitude 

From the Rectorõs Desk 
 

F 
ebruary will usher in our annual observance of Lent ð the 40 days of 
preparation for Easter.  Lent is a time for looking at ourselves more 
closely than we normally do.  Itõs a time for self-examination and repen-

tance ð the  (metanoia) or òturningó ð a course-correction, 
really ð toward God and away from our self-centered lives.  Itõs a time to reengage 
ourselves with the mystery of dying and rising, of letting go and then embracing 
the larger reality of life from Godõs perspective. 
 

We often think of Lent as a time of personal ð even private ð introspection and 
examination.  But a close look at the Ash Wednesday reading from the Prophet 
Joel reveals how much of a communal experience this call to repentance is: 
 

Blow the trumpet in Zion; sanctify a fast; call a solemn assembly; gather the 
people. Sanctify the congregation; assemble the aged; gather the children, even 
infants at the breast. Let the bridegroom leave his room, and the bride her can-
opy. Between the vestibule and the altar let the priests, the ministers of the 
LORD, weep. Let them say, òSpare your people, O LORD, and do not make 
your heritage a mockery, a byword among the nations. Why should it be said 
among the peoples, ôWhere is their God?õó  
 

Our self-examination is always important, but so is our examination of our life in 
community as people of God.  Lent is a time for taking our pulse, examining

I 
n the wake of the 7.0-magnitude earthquake that hit 

Haiti on January 12, Episcopal Relief & Development 

has been working closely with local partners to assist 

those most impacted by this disaster. It is estimated that 

one in three Haitians were affected by the quake, roughly 

three million people.  

 

In the Episcopal Diocese of Haiti, Episcopal Relief & De-

velopment is offering technical support and funds to help 

secure critical supplies for those in need. In addition to sup-

plying food and water, the agency has secured vehicles to 

assist the diocese in delivering supplies, fuel for those vehi-

cles and camping supplies to provide shelter. These efforts 

are expanding the dioceseõs capacity to help the 25,000 sur-

vivors who are currently residing in 23 diocesan camps. 

Episcopal Relief & Development is also helping the diocese 

increase its capacity and human resources by enabling them 

to hire camp liaisons and logistics personnel. 

 

Prior to the earthquake Episcopal Relief & Development 

was partnering with the Episcopal Diocese of Haitiõs Devel-

opment Office. This diverse program included fostering a 

network of 28 community development workers trained 

in disaster management. Since the quake, these development 

agents have completed initial needs assessments in their 

own communities, and they are providing their data to the 

Diocese and Episcopal Relief & Development. Their infor-

mation is enabling the Diocese and Episcopal Relief & De-

velopment to work together, setting priorities for ongoing 

relief and recovery efforts. 

 

In the aftermath of the earthquake, activities supported 

by Episcopal Relief & Development include: 

 

Episcopal Diocese of Haiti 

Î Supplying over five tons of food to survivors living in 

diocesan camps. This includes both purchased and donated 

food. 
Î Delivering food by helicopter to six camps not accessi-

ble by vehicles. These camps are inhabited by more than 

15,000 survivors. Each drop contains 216 pounds of rice, 

204 pounds of beans, 12 gallons of oil and 36 kilograms of 

milk powder. 
 

Î Constructing permanent latrines and clean water sites in 

eight camps. These new facilities will be earthquake-

resistant. In addition to providing sanitation and clean wa-

ter, the construction is creating jobs in affected communi-

ties. 
 

Î Working closely with the Diocesan Disaster Council, 
which has been charged by Bishop Duracin to coordinate 
the earthquake response and long-term recovery plans. 
 
IMA World Health  

Î Providing 25 medicine boxes to diocesan community 
health workers. Each box contains enough pain relief medi-
cations, nutritional supplements, antibiotics and basic first 
aid supplies to assist 1,000 people in diocesan camps. 
 
Episcopal Diocese of the Dominican Republic 

Î Procuring and purchasing three trucks to transport 

supplies. Two of these trucks are being used by the Diocese 

of Haiti and the third is being used by the Diocese of the 

Dominican Republic. 
 

Î Gathering critical supplies and taking three supply 
shipments from Santo Domingo to Port-au-Prince each 
week. 
 
As often as possible, Episcopal Relief & Development prefers to pur-

chase items locally. This practice supports local economic recovery, cre-

ates local employment and ensures Haitian leadership in program de-

sign and management.

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Lent 

Remembering our True Selves

L 
ent is probably the least popular time in our Chris-
tian calendar.  Itõs a season that might even be 
looked upon with some measure of dread.  When 

most think of Lent, they think about things like self-denial 
and repentance and discipline ð hardly things that anyone 
would think are joyful or life-giving.  Many, therefore, try to 
move through this season and get to the celebration of 
Easter as quickly as possible.  The irony, however, is that 
Lent, if we take it seriously, is designed to be a time to free 
ourselves up enough to get the most out of our Easter cele-
brations ð the irony is that our Lenten disciplines are in-
tended to remind us of the freedom we always have in our 
relationship with God. 
 

Lent is a season of preparation lasting 40 days from Ash 
Wednesday (on February 17th this year) until Easter Sunday 
and calls to mind the 40 days that Jesus spent in the wilder-
ness being tempted with his own demons just prior to be-
ginning what he believed to be his lifeõs work.  Itõs a time 
that we Christians set aside each year to remember, as a wise 
mentor of mine once said, òwho we are and whose we are.ó  
It is a time for us to be reminded, just as Jesus was, that so 
much of what we are told we need in life are really just dis-
tractions that take us away from the truth about ourselves ð 
the truth that we are all beloved men and women of God.  
 

The following are some traditional suggestions for ways that 
you might consider intentionally observing Lent this year ð 
disciplines that may enable you to strengthen your relation-
ship with God and those around you. 
 

Prayer 
One practice that you might consider adding into your cur-
rent schedule, during the days of Lent, is an intentional time 
for prayer.  This might mean a commitment to take 5 or 10 
minutes of your day ð perhaps in the morning or evening ð 
to be quiet and still, or it might mean using a daily Lenten 
meditation book that offers a reflection for each day of the 
season, or perhaps making use of the daily prayers in our 
Book of Common Prayer.  In my experience, what is most 
important over time is the rhythm that you commit yourself 
to observing ð a rhythm that, over time, will ultimately en-
able you to be able to settle into your prayer life in ever 
deeper and profound ways. 
 

Fasting and Abstinence 
Fasting is a practice that has been observed, in one form or 
another, since the days of the earliest Christian communi-

where we are in our life together, checking whether the 
ways we treat each other, how we make decisions together, 
how we trust one another and are accountable to one an-
other reflect the nature and image of God in us. 
 

This season of Lent corresponds with a very significant time 
in the life of our parish, sitting as we do on the threshold of 
a major building project and the capital campaign to fund it.  
It calls to mind Israelõs rebuilding of the Temple during the 
time of last Sundayõs reading from the book of Nehemiah.  
Itõs true that there are still questions about our project, and 
for some there is no small amount of anxiety. 
 

Lent is our invitation to transformation ð from fear to faith, 
from grumbling to gratitude.  Questions, of course, have 
been an important part of this process from the very begin-
ning.  Without the questions, we would not be where we 
are.  They have helped to shape the project now before us.  
Questions will continue to help finely tune our project and 
the campaign to fund it.  So keep the questions coming!  
Fear, on the other hand, creates less healthy responses.  
Restlessness and grumbling are barriers to a healthy sense of 
community and they spread misinformation and rumors.  
They do not build community.  
 

Letõs be sure weõre talking to one another.  The people on 
our building committee, the vestry, and the capital campaign 
have wrestled with many of the questions you may have 
during their thousands of hours of meetings these past few 
years ð and they will be happy to hear you out.  They have 
been elected and appointed to carry out this work on behalf 
of Christ Church, and they deserve our respect and trust.  
Others are joining them in making significant commitments 
of time, talent, and treasure, and they, too, are deserving of 
our respect and our gratitude.  While we may not know 
their names, there are already people who are stepping out 
in faith and making major financial commitments on behalf 
of the parish they love to help us build a place that contin-
ues to reflect the glory of God.  
 

Weõll be hearing more very soon about how we can all play 
a role in making our vision real.  In the meantime, letõs pray 
for the grace this Lent and always to turn our hearts to 
God, to listen to one another, to give one another the bene-
fit of the doubt, to be accountable to one another, and to 
grow in love and charity toward one another.  
 

I wish you all a blessed Lent.  See you in church!

ties.  As one commentary notes, òthe purpose of fasting is 
two-fold: to strengthen the human spirit by denying the 
body its cravings and demands and to strengthen oneõs rela-
tionship with God by allowing the Holy Spirit to give focus 
to the interior life.ó  If you have never observed a period of 
fasting, instead of trying to do this for an entire day, you 
might try to intentionally do this for a shorter time such as 
from sun-up to sun-down as Muslims do during their holi-
est time of the year.  Please also make sure, if you choose to 
try fasting, to make sure you are healthy enough to do so. 
 

Lent is also a time when many Christians choose to abstain 
or give up something that they feel is consuming their lives 
and that pulls them away from their relationship with God 
or those around them. Examples could include trying to 
give up shopping or television or, for those fully ensconced 
in our digital age, giving up the use of òFacebookó or 
òMyspaceó or some sort of electronic device. 
 

Taking on a Practice 
Some Christians, as opposed to giving something up during 
Lent, choose to add something into their schedule.  In addi-
tion to prayer, other possibilities might include participating 
in a Bible study or maybe in our Lenten adult forum series 
at Christ Church.  Lent is also a good time to remember the 
needs of others by actively committing ourselves to some 
form of service or outreach in our community.  
 

Worship 
Making the commitment to come to church can be another 
practice that can help to make this season of Lent a special 
time of year.  Our Lenten liturgies embody a wholly differ-
ent tone and feel than at other times during the year and are 
designed to invite us all into the reflective and prayerful 
posture of the season. 
 

No matter how you choose to observe this upcoming 
Lenten season, remember that what is most important is 
what draws you closer to God.  Lent is not a time to beat 
ourselves up simply for the sake of beating ourselves up! In 
my experience, most of us are already experts at this par-
ticular òpractice!ó And, if you choose to give something up, 
also remember that all of the Sundays of Lent are not in-
cluded in the 40 days of this season in our church calendar 
because every Sunday of the year is meant to be a sort of 
mini-Easter when we are always invited to celebrate the 
power of Christõs resurrection in our own lives and in our 
world.
